Minutes

April 5, 2007

The Board of Educational Examiners held its monthly meeting on April 5, 2007.  Board Chair Judy Jeffrey called the meeting to order. Also in attendance were Dr. George Maurer, Executive Director of the Board and Christie Scase, Assistant Attorney General.  Jacqueline Wellborn was unable to attend the meeting.   

John Aboud moved, with a second by Bev Smith, that the Board go into closed session for the purposes of discussing whether to initiate licensee disciplinary proceedings and discussing the decision to be rendered in a contested case, pursuant to Iowa Code sections 21.5(1)(d) and 21.5(1)(f).  MOTION CARRIED UNANIMOUSLY.

based on the need for additional materials to be gathered from the parties.  MOTION CARRIED UNANIMOUSLY.
Jean Seeland moved, with a second by Greg Robinson, to approve the March 7, 2007, minutes, as distributed.  MOTION CARRIED UNANIMOUSLY.

John Aboud moved, with a second by Jeffrey Henderson, to file under Notice of Intended Action, the proposed change to Chapter 14 regarding Applicants from Foreign Institutions.   MOTION CARRIED UNANIMOUSLY.

The Board decided to move the Chapter 14 discussion item regarding Mathematics, the Chapter 20 discussion item regarding the renewal of the evaluator endorsement, the Chapter 14 Business discussion item, and the Chapter 1 Organization and method of operation discussion item forward to the next board meeting for noticing.  The discussion item of Chapter 19 Coaching was moved forward to noticing for the next meeting with changes.  The Board requested more changes for Chapter 14 administrator license and the Requirements for removal of an endorsement and that these items be put back on as discussion items at the next meeting.

The Board voted to adopt the BoEE Operating Guidelines to include the changes discussed at the meeting.  Beth Myers, consultant, updated the Board regarding the status of the board membership bill.  She stated that it had passed the House and had passed out of the Education Committee in the Senate.  Currently the bill is waiting to come to the floor of the Senate.  The board received handouts summarizing the Teacher Shortage Task Force.  Several comments were made and a full discussion was deferred to the retreat.  

John Aboud moved, with a second by Jean Seeland, that in PFW 07-03, Charles E. Hardin, the Board deny the Petition for Waiver.  MOTION CARRIED UNANIMOUSLY.

Jean Seeland moved, with a second by Jeffrey Henderson, that in PFW 07-04,

Jeff Dicks, the Board grant the Petition for Waiver with stipulations.  MOTION CARRIED UNANIMOUSLY.

Greg Robinson moved, with a second by Bev Smith, that in PFW 07-05, Jill Bryson, the Board deny the Petition for Waiver.  MOTION CARRIED UNANIMOUSLY.
