Executive Director Dr. George Maurer reported on a number of issues:


1)  He reviewed the July monthly financial report.


2)  He reviewed the financial report for fiscal year 2006.


3)  He discussed with the Board the feasibility of going to a paperless environment for board meetings.  Board members decided to put that transition on hold for now and to revisit the issue with the next Board in May.


4)  The February 8 board meeting has been changed to February 1, 2007, with a legislative reception immediately prior and a gathering of board members the evening before.


5)  Professional staff members will attend and present at the School Administrators of Iowa convention.


6)  He attended the NASDTEC annual conference.  He mentioned topics that he found interesting and important, and he said he would provide board members with copies of a handout entitled “Sixteen Trends . . . That Will Profoundly Impact Education and the Whole of Society in the 21st Century.”


7)  He made a few recommendations to the Board about the procedural and/or cost requisites associated with the full background check required on all new licenses and on the abbreviated background check (which will shortly be done entirely electronically) now required on renewals.


8)  In conjunction with Board Chair Judy Jeffrey, he recommended initiating an international exchange license for practitioners who will be in the United States for a limited amount of time.  Utilization of the Class A license, which is the current mechanism, engenders problems for limited-time foreign licensees because it requires coursework for extension of licensure beyond the first year.  The Board agreed to move forward with the matter.





The Individuals with Disabilities Education Act (IDEA) requires that all children and youth with visual impairments have access to Orientation and Mobility �services as needed for concept development and independent travel.  Rules to recognize, monitor and evaluate professional school orientation and mobility specialists and to recognize other states’ licensure or endorsement for such a position were subsequently developed.  Jean Seeland moved, with a second by Jeffrey Henderson, to adopt and file the proposed changes to the proposed Chapter 15 rules inaugurating the orientation and mobility license, along with making attendant editorial formatting changes required for clarity and consistency in structure. The Board considered a situation facing those renewing their administrative license.  Beverly Smith moved, with a second by Jean Seeland, to file under Notice of Intended Action, the proposed change to Chapter 20 that would provide an extension to administrators who will need to renew their license before the new evaluator course is ready in the fall of 2007.  MOTION CARRIED UNANIMOUSLY.


At the previous board meeting, Administrative Consultant Susan Fischer had brought before the Board alternative certification scenarios of the types that the staff receives when an out-of-state applicant desires Iowa licensure.  The Board now gave its recommendations on the two remaining situations. 





Administrative Consultant Susan Fischer guided the Board in a review of endorsements to address shortage areas.  Board members looked at statistics on individuals in the pipeline and on program requirements.  They talked about ways to help districts have more options in finding people and in placing them in shortage areas.  Board Chair Judy Jeffrey mentioned other parties that also have a role to play in the matter.  The Board agreed to the idea of a joint endeavor by the Board and the Department of Education for a study committee to initiate efforts by the various parties to approach the problem.    





The Board had a first reading of rules to provide for the renewal of an initial administrator’s license if it is needed.  Members will see the rules in Notice form at the October meeting.





The Board recessed for lunch at 11:47 a.m. and reconvened at 12:34 p.m.





The Board looked at a table of the fiscal year 2007 goals with suggested activities and details for attainment.  Executive Director Dr. George Maurer reviewed a number of items with board members.  He will provide at the next meeting timelines with completion dates staggered over several board meetings.  Board Member Jean Seeland once again urged there to be a mechanism in place to provide feedback from constituent groups in the communication plan goal for the dissemination of information.  Dr. Maurer said that sessions such as those held prior to the board retreat this year can be scheduled, with once a year perhaps the best frequency.  Goals will be accomplished by next June.





Michael Hayek submitted a petition to waive the algebra requirement for the middle school endorsement.  He holds a master educator license with endorsements in science; his Class B license for middle school expired in �March 2006.  He has not completed the algebra requirement for middle school, but he completed three semesters of calculus in college.  He believes that he has excellent aptitude in math, that he mastered algebra in high school, and that he greatly surpassed algebra in his high school and college coursework.  In addition, he said that algebra coursework is difficult to find at night.  William Haigh moved, with a second by Jacqueline Wellborn, that in PFW 06-08, Michael B. Hayek, the Board deny the Petition for Waiver.  MOTION CARRIED UNANIMOUSLY.





Jon Howard asked the Board to waive the requirement for the elementary methods classes in teaching math, science and language arts.  He holds an exchange license issued in 2004, which expires in February 2007, with the endorsement for general elementary classroom.  He was informed in 2004 of his deficiencies for full Iowa licensure.  He has completed three of six required classes.  He has taught for 8 years and believes additional coursework would be redundant.  In addition, he said that coursework is difficult to find at night.  Beverly Smith moved, with a second by Jean Seeland, that in PFW 06-09, Jon P. Howard, the Board deny the Petition for Waiver.  MOTION CARRIED UNANIMOUSLY.





Tasha Eldridge requested a waiver of the student teaching or experience requirement for Iowa licensure based on an alternative preparation program.  She is completing an alternative program in the summer of 2006, which does not include student teaching.  She has one year of experience in Wyoming through the alternative program, which included mentoring.  She had an instructional coach, mentor and principal who each observed her two times per semester.  Jeffrey Henderson moved, with a second by Greg Robinson, that in PFW 06-10, Tasha M. Eldridge, the Board grant the Petition for Waiver.  Roll call vote:  Haigh – no; Henderson – yes; Wellborn – yes; Paulsen – yes; Duehr – yes; Seeland – yes; Smith – yes; Robinson – yes; and Jeffrey – yes.  MOTION CARRIED.�
Executive Director Dr. George Maurer asked board members if there was anything they wanted the board office to prepare for the October meeting with respect to legislation for the next session.  Pre-filed bills are due in November.  If something arises after November, Dr. Maurer is confident that a legislator would be found who would be willing to carry an issue forward for the Board.





There being no further business, Board Chair Judy Jeffrey adjourned the meeting at 1:05 p.m.
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
