Recommendation: It is recommended that the Board members hear and discuss the results 

of feedback, and determine their next steps, if any.  
 
Background: The recent history of the “scholarship rule,” 281—Iowa Administrative 

Code 36.15(2), is set out in the attached document.  The new standard 
of “pass all” went into effect this current school year.  School 
administrators were asked for feedback following their first final grading 
period under the new rule.  The Board habitually monitors new 
educational standards to make sure that the rule as applied meets Board 
expectations.  It is for the Board to determine whether any further 
adjustments should be made to the rule. 
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
