Rosenberg is training Legal Aid lawyers to do intake; pay $15 p. case.  Also training Legal Aid lawyers to do mediation.  Had previously used law students from local college but that didn’t work out.
· Administrative rules—Dinh moved; Connie seconded to approve final rules on certified mail 

· VISTA update – We have been approved for 2 but pay is only $9000.  May be difficult to fill at this low salary.  Would like to have them help w/ the LHR agenies and support local commissions on a range of diversity issues.
· Discussed upcoming League of Human Rights Agencies events, including   ICN meting Sept. 23. 

· Request for position on custody law change.  Ralph will communicate that ICRC lacks jurisdiction over family law matters and declines to take a position at this time. ICRC will get involved in matters related to our jurisdiction (such as discrimination against families who try to rent or purchase a home).
