1. Agency Performance Plan--  RR explained the overall plan and the continuing individual expectations for Commissioners—Commissioners need to track the hours spent on civil rights activities. Some discussion on how to meet the 9 month goal for average time spent on case resolution.

2. Minutes—March minutes moved by Morain, seconded by Witt:  approved as distributed. Voice vote

3. Formal order on Graham case (default judgment). Ralph  attached both the ALJ decision and a proposed Commission decision.  Date changed on order.   Motion by    VanLo,  seconded by Leshtz  to accept the ALJ .

4. Updates on Council Bluffs hearing in June .  No one has heard back from the City Attorney. Ralph and Alicia called and emailed, but no responses.  Rosenberg will follow up to see if hearing is still on.
5. VISTA grant—Ralph explained the grant  and the recruitment process

6. Updates on budget—RR explained additional funds of about $90,000 were appropriated that will enable the hiring of 1.5 positions but not until next Feb.
7. Summer  schedules---- ICRC will again have a booth during state fair week--Commissioners are welcome to participate and we could schedule a  meeting during that time..

8. Voting rights  HR9 —grass roots goal to educate Senators on co-sponsoring or supporting re-authorization ----US Rep King is saying this is an immigration issue because under this bill,” you help people to vote, who don’t speak English”.  Providing assistance to voters regardless of ability or language ability has always been part of the VRA.  Leshtz will forward information to share with Commissioners and ICRC network in support of re-authorization.  The vote is expected about mid-May.
9. Other:  Rosenberg noted the National Regional Civil Rights conference on employment and housing is Aug. 9-11 in Kansas City.  He hopes several commissioners can attend.
