IV. Iowa Civil Rights Commission ---Approval of Sept Minutes—  approved  

V. Discussion of draft administrative rules changes to chapter 161 of the administrative code—Alicia pointed out the address error, & inquired as to why housing was mentioned so often & the reasoning behind several sections, which make optional the use of certified mail. Ralph noted that the rules are written to generally apply to all areas; however, housing has some special rules, so the mention of “housing” will appear more often. 

Dinh moved to approve, Nancy seconded. All in favor with the address change noted. 

VI. Commissioners’ Reports and Subcommittee Reports (no formal presentation) 

· Commissioner Witt—Hearings are being held by a grass roots group of People with disabilities and their families –Nancy reported on Cedar Falls hearing, which discussed employment and support requirements; other hearings to follow 

· Commissioner VanLo reported on a DC meeting of Indo Chinese emerging leaders and concerns over deportation of offenders back to SE Asia.  The organization is Indo Chinese Resources Action Center and Dinh is on the board.

· Commissioner David Leshtz – reported on his attendance at the FCC hearing in Iowa City, where 600 people attended about concerns over media; he attended the new Iowans forum in Davenport; also the Latino conference (he moderated a panel with yours truly); also attended the Progressive Action for the Common Good meeting in Quad Cities; and attended and spoke (and was widely quoted) at the Burlington safe schools forum

· Commissioner Claypool—discussed the CR Commission controversy and her correspondence; testified at the Comm on the Status of Women hearing; participated in the Great Places tour of Clinton

· Discussed  ‘offer’ for 2 new staff  in proposed budget for 07

VIII.   Legislative priorities –by acclimation, kept the same list as used in 05

IX. New Business— Nancy mention the perception that ICRC concentrates (‘excessively) on SO issues; some discussion that the reason may be the visibility and controversy over the safe school forums and the majority of the CR hearing  did focus on SO issues
