Remarks:

1. Install on all machines

2.    Required installation on PDAs only

3.    Executing this file creates a directory on the root of “C”. Change to this directory type in “setup sapwd= admin” (where admin is the password you want)

4. This program requests a reboot of the system, after which certain setting must be changed:

· Security must be in mixed mode

· Database should be called “DIA_ INSPECTIONS”

· Add new users (Logins) to server not the database. Make all users owners of DIA_Inspections

· Coordinate with DIA for Database

· Restart database and check settings.  If security is not mixed and user is not a DB owner then the admin program will fail on login.

5.    On reinstall, copy the “APP.CFG” from the old machine to the new machine.  This will prevent problems with the connection string, when program creates a new “cfg” file. The data string for connection to server is: “Data Source=Server name;Initial Catalog=DIA_INSPECTIONS.” The data string for a local connection is: “server=(local);initial catalog=DIA_INSPECTIONS.”  (NOTE: Some server connection data sources may also be a TCP/IP address. “CLIconfg.exe” may have to be used to create aliases if the program will not connect. Check with your local SQL expert or call DIA for some limited assistance.)

6.    Program will not function until the database has been loaded

7.    Contracts must get an “admin update” from DIA for full program functionality

8.    For reports to contain the proper contract identification, the application setting “contract name” must be set to the contracts desired name.  The contract name can be changed by selecting Tools>Application Settings. Change “Iowa Department of Inspections and Appeals” to the desired name on the second line and press “save setting.”
